CHHA-Ed plans to apply for the Community Spirit Program Donation Grant funded by the 
Government of Alberta through the Alberta Lottery Fund.  Alberta has one of the highest tax 
credits in Canada.  The provincial tax credit was enhanced a few years ago to help charitable 
donations to the nonprofit sector.  As a CRA-registered charity CHHA-Ed is able to benefit from 
the Community Spirit Program Donation Grant while the donor can also benefit from giving.  
Donors maybe eligible to receive a combined 50% non-refundable tax credit on the total 
donation made above the $200 threshold.  Donations below the $200 threshold continue to 
receive a combined tax credit of 25%.  
 
CHHA-Ed benefits from any donation, and for donations totaling $1000 or more enables us to 
apply for the Community Spirit Program Donation Grant.  This means that your donation will 
benefit CHHA-Ed by the original donation, and by the grant.  The donors benefit through the 
non-refundable tax credit.  Everybody wins!
